Beatrice Swarm was executive director of
Murray Grove from 1979-1987, and president
of the Metro N District from 1975-77. She
was a lifelong educator. Bea was very active in
child development, was a member of the
American Council on Education, and a member
of BookPALS: Performing Artists for Literacy
in Schools (a program of the Screen Actors
Guild Foundation to read aloud to children at
public elementary schools).

Bea loved her time at Murray Grove; it
combined all of her interests. Protecting history
was important to her — Ballou House with its
beautiful fireplaces, Potter Chapel with its
pump organ that she was able to play, Unitarian
Universalist heritage that she shared with all
she met. She thrived on encouraging
intergenerational activities. She was passionate
about finding ways to get people engaged in
life and connected with each other. She cared
about the natural world and the Pinelands
surrounding Murray Grove. Bea was a
dedicated protector and promoter of Murray
Grove; people returned year after year because
she made their time there friendly and festive.

Murray Grove will host the next

Universalist Convocation on May
18-20, 2012 at our Lanoka Harbor,
NJ campus.

The
church is housed in a wonderful old wooden building set
in the midst of corn fields.

Events included talks on “South Carolina
Universalism,” concentrating especially on the history of
the local area, where there were a number of different
Universalist churches at times past; a presentation on
the life of Rev. Clayton, who had a varied and eventful
career, to say the least; and a fascinating discussion on
what defines Southern culture. And all enjoyed, as well,

that essential centerpiece of traditional Southern religion:

a vast potluck Sunday buffet.

The keynote speech was by Rev. Naomi King, the
daughter of writer Stephen
King, and an evangelical UU
dedicated to reaching out to all
people, of every description, in
a radical Universalism. The title
of her talk was “None Left
Behind or Forgotten,” and she
urged her listeners to “lead
lives of bold compassion and
work to create tangible
hope...particularly for those in
this moment who are being
shunned, excluded, neglected, Rev. King
and left behind.” An ambitious
challenge: but one that Murray
Grove has been working toward, as well, in its own
ways. And one of those ways will be to act as the host of
the Universalist Convocation for the year 2012.

Sinkford was succeeded in 2009 by the Rev. Peter
Morales. Currently, Rev. Dr. Sinkford is senior
minister at First Unitarian Church of Portland in
Portland, OR.

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BARNEGAT BAY

“That there is such a place as Barnegat Bay is a fact
known to probably a great many people, but with
most of them knowledge on the subject goes not
beyond the fact of its existence.”
..The Rudder magazine, February 1901*

The unique Barnegat Bay, upon the

shores of which Murray Grove
essentially lies, is some 30 miles long
and 2-8 miles wide. It is created by
Barnegat (or Island Beach) Peninsula
and Long Beach Island, and entered
by way of the narrow Barnegat Inlet
between them, where Barnegat Light
stands. A number of small rivers
coming out of the Pine Barrens feed it, including the
Toms River and the Forked River.

Henry Hudson described it in 1609 as "...a great lake
of water, as we could judge it to be ... The mouth of the
lake hath many shoals, and the sea breaketh on them as
it is cast out of the mouth of it." Cornelius Jacobson Mey,
founder of Cape May, had one of the first close looks at
it, and gave it its name: Barende-gat, or “Inlet of the
Breakers”. 2

=outh
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Besides the Native American Lenni-Lanape clans
who inhabited this entire area before the coming of the
Europeans, Barnegat Bay was the home primarily of
seafarers in the first years of its settlement: fishermen,
clammers and whalers — not to mention more than a few
pirates and privateers. In addition to Barnegat Inlet, large
two- and even three-masted vessels were able to access
the bay through Cranberry Inlet, across from Toms
River. That, of course, included the “Hand in Hand,” the
bark which bore John Murray to these shores in 1770
and, not coincidentally, for which this newsletter takes its

name. In 1812, however, a great storm closed the inlet.
Many of these ships, as well as wagons on the few
roads through the Pine Barrens to Philadelphia, bore the
bay’s fish, oysters and clams to distant markets.

The first mill in the area was built in the Tuckerton
area in 1704, and by 1760 sawmills had proliferated
throughout the region, and timber was added to the
ships’ cargos. The mill at Double Trouble is said to have
erected first by Thomas Potter himself. The residents, to
a large degree, “were squatters and readily admitted it.
They wished to be left alone, and they did not bother
others.”

In the 1860s, a desire for cranberries seems to have
gripped the nation. The area along the bay was perfect
for their cultivation, and many acres were quickly
planted. So many that the supply rapidly outstripped
demand and prices collapsed, though there remain a
large number of cranberry bogs, as at Double Trouble, to
this day.

By the 20th century, Barnegat Bay became a
favorite destination for hunters and anglers, and, after
World War Il, for recreational boaters and other
vacationers. Unfortunately, increased development has
caused the water quality to be severely degraded,
threatening the fish stock.

Public and active private groups have arisen to help
preserve the area’s natural environment. Island Beach
State Park occupies the eight miles at the tip of Barnegat
Peninsula, and Barnegat Lighthouse State Park
surrounds the light at the northern tip of Long Beach
Island.

The Barnegat National Wildlife Refuge protects the
wetlands in the southern section of the bay, and the
Edwin B. Forsythe National Wildlife Preserve covers a
number of wetland areas up and down the region,
including the 200 acres between Murray Grove and
Barnegat Bay that we sold to them in 1995.
